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PRIMARY RESEARCH ANALYSIS
Over the past few months, you have collected primary data.  Now, you must carefully analyze your data---looking for patterns and trends and determining whether your hypothesis has been proven or refuted.  Read the directions below to help guide you as you prepare your final analysis.  
Survey/Questionnaire Instructions


1) In Excel, create a spreadsheet that charts all of your results---each survey should have a row with each response recorded.

2) Calculate results and create charts, graphs, etc. as appropriate.

3) Analyze your results.  What does the data show?  Which variables indicate significant findings?  How do the results vary as you control for gender, age, etc?  Write a summary of your findings and analysis of what you learned from the survey responses.  It should be 1-2 pages typed double spaced.  Make sure to mention questions for further research.
4) Submit:  a blank copy of the survey, completed surveys, your excel spreadsheet, any charts you create, and your written analysis.

Observational Study Instructions


1) Create an observation check sheet that lists what you are observing and how you will code your observations for each observation OR record notes in a notebook that can be submitted with your results.
2) Analyze your results.  What does the data show?  What did your observations indicate in terms of the variables you were measuring?  If possible, chart your information.  Write a thorough analysis of your results –1- 2 pages – typed, double spaced. Make sure to mention questions for further research.
3) Submit: a blank copy of your observational checksheet, the checksheets that you completed when you made your observations, any charts you create, and your written analysis. 

Primary Analysis Instructions

1) Analyze the data.  What does the data show?  If possible, chart/graph your information.  Write a thorough analysis of your results ---1-2 pages – typed double spaced.  Make sure to mention questions for further research.
2) Submit: copy of your primary information, any charts you create, and your written analysis. 

Interview Instructions
      1)   Transcribe each of the 5 interviews according to the format of your previous interviews.    

     They can be transcribed word-for-word or summarized or a combination of both.

2)  Write up a thorough analysis of the information gathered from the series of interviews, 
considering the perspectives of the respondents as well as the consistency and/or disparities of the information they shared. What patterns/trends do you see in the responses?  What are the key pieces of information that you gleaned from the process? 1-2 pages typed- double spaced.  Make sure to mention questions for further research.
3) Submit: copies of the transcripts and your written analysis. 

Experiment

1) Gather the data—using charts or a notebook of observations (depending on the particular circumstances of your experiment).  
2) Write up a thorough analysis of your results and explain how your hypothesis was supported or not.  Include charts and graphs where appropriate. Make sure to mention questions for further research.
3) Submit:  your lab notebook, charts/graphs and the written analysis.  1-2 pages typed double-spaced

You will be graded based on how well you plan and complete this assignment.  By reading the documents that you submit, I should be able to understand EXACTLY what you did in gathering your data and how the information you gathered is relevant to your hypothesis.  The more details you include, the better.  If you have any questions as to what is required for your project, it is your responsibility to ask BEFORE the due date!
